“Pesta Beyond” @ Kuala Lumpur 2018 was organised by a team of dedicated
Boys’ Brigade officers from KL State and after months of planning the big day
dawned on August 18th 2018.

This BB Pesta was something special as this was the first time that a BB Pesta
was organized in collaboration with Stedfast Association of Kuala Lumpur
(SAKL). Bro Michael Yei was appointed the Advisor of the Pesta Committee
while bro Sing Yuen represented SAKL in the Committee. SAKL undertook 2
important tasks ie Fund Raising headed by bro Richard Cheah and First Aid
headed by bro Sing Yuen.

History was also created as this was the first time we have successfully
organized a Pesta for The Junior Section. The Junior Pesta was from 18 — 20
August 2018.

In total, 89 BB Companies took part in the Pesta Beyond 2018, comprising of

BB Companies from Indonesia, Hong Kong, the United Kingdom, Johor,
Melaka, Perak, Penang, Sabah, Sarawak, Selangor and Kuala Lumpur. These
89 companies totalled up to 1,888 BB members (208 Juniors & 1,680 Seniors).

The highlights of the Junior Pesta included:

- Team building games

- Junior Drill competition and a Drill Down Competition.
- Star Wars games

- Junior Band performance

- Fitness Monopoly

- Human Bingo

- Worship Night

The first ever National Junior Drill competition was won by the 10th KL BB
Coy. The Drill Down Competition was won by Daniel Siew of 10th KL BB Coy.

The Closing Ceremony for the Juniors was timed in such a way that it was
held with the Opening Ceremony of the Pesta (Aug 20th to 24th). The
Opening Ceremony was graced by YB Yeo Bee Yin where she was heralded in
by our bagpipe band. She witnessed the exchange of souvenirs of
participating BB Companies and YB Yeo also gave away awards to long
serving BB Officers.




The highlights of the Senior Pesta are as follows:

- Inter-platoon games

- Competitions (Drill, Singing, Dance, Indoor Band and a Bible Quiz)
- Youth Rally

- KL City Excursion

- Goodie Bag Adventure.

The 8th Penang BB Coy was the Overall Champion, who were placed first
in the Dance and Drill Competitions. The Singing Competition was won
by 1* Manjung Coy, Band Competition by 1st JB Coy and the Bible Quiz
by Penang State BB.

The First Aid, manned by the Stedfast Association of Kuala Lumpur
members went into business immediately on Day Zero. Generally, the
members were dehydrated, sun burns and heat stroke due to the many
activities during the day time.

Some members came in with bites from bed bugs, fever (many of them),
tiredness (due to the lack of sleep), muscle cramps. There were also
some who were more serious in nature like severe fever, asthma attack,
sprained ankle, neck injury (due to a fall at the hall) and had to be sent
to the Clinic and Serdang Hospital. Mr Cheong SY did the sending of
those who need such further medical attention.

All in, the First Aid station had its hands full = 120 drums of water were
consumed, 100 plus isotonic drinks and various types of herbal teas (all
sponsored by SAKL) were given to the dehydrated members. We take
this opportunity to thank all the 28 first aid volunteers and 2 doctors for
availing themselves for the Pesta.

The highlight of the Closing Ceremony was the impromptu singing
session by YB Anthony Loke. He took to the stage to join the Hong Kong
BB members to belt out a Chinese song. This was reported by the
Chinese press.

As in Pesta of yesteryears, there were some hiccups here and there
during the running of the Pesta. Eventually all problems were sorted out
and the members had a successful Pesta. Kudus to the organisers with
their meticulous planning because running a Pesta is no easy task!

The next Pesta will be held in Melaka. See you all there!
